All projects must be youth-led, and applications for funding must demon-
strate that young people are properly involved in the planning, design,
delivery and evaluation of the proposed project. Adults may help with but
must not unduly influence applications for funds or how any funding is
spent.
Applicants can apply for up to £30,
and up to £50,000 in Youth Capital
Applicants to both Funds must be aged between 13 and 19 (or up to 24 if
you have special educational or disability needs) and live within the
Nottingham City boundary. Applications by and for individuals are not
accepted.
